West Bengal finance minis-
terAmit Mitra haswritten tothe
Union finance minister Nirmala
Sitharaman asking if “the inor-
dinate hurry” being shown to
give aleg-up to the EV sector is
indeed justified. Highlighting
that the automobile industry
has invested 1.7 lakh crore to
upgrade technology to meet
higher emission standards,
Mitra cautioned that an undue
haste to create the infrastruc-
ture to replace fossil-fuel vehi-
cles with EVs would have a “dis-
astrous impact” on the auto
companies. He pitched for a
“well-thought-out, calibrated
and phased transition to EVs”
rather than “a sudden (policy)
push”to these vehicles, which
has few examples worldwide.

Mitra drew Sitharaman’s
attention to the fact no country
introduced EVs with a plan to
completely ban fossil-fuel vehi-
cles.EVsareyet 2.1% of all vehi-
cles sold in the US, 2.5% in the
UKand 4.4%in China,henoted.

“If FAME 2 was a dampener,
the GST reduction is certainly a
bright spot in the National EV
policy. The EV industry now
awaits the corresponding reduc-
tion of the 18% GST in the
spares batteries as it will help
maintain the low running cost
of EVs over their lifetime," said
Sohinder Gill,director general of
Society of Manufacturers of
Electric Vehicles (SMEV).

“Price-sensitive
marketers have begun to see
these stars as viable and inex-
pensive endorsers in compari-
son to over-exposed cricketers,’
says Dheeraj Sinha, MD — India
and chief strategy officer —
south Asia,at Leo Burnett.

Non-cricket athletes,
though, don’t have a universal
appeal. “Most often the kind of
brands that approach us for
non-cricket athletes belong to
the health and fitness category.
Ever since Hima’s five medal
winning streak, we are seeing
interest from categories like fit-
ness watches, engine oils, two-
wheelers, energy drinks, etc,”
says Trehan. But there are
exceptions. Six-time boxing
World Champion Mary Kom
endorses brands like Nestlé’s
dairy whitener Everyday, Puma
and BSNL.Vineet Singh,director
— dairy, Nestlé India, says as a
marketer he seeks inspirational
ambassadors, independent of
the sport.

As perterms of Section 20 of Insolvency & Bankruptcy Code (IBC), the management and operations of the Company are being managed
by IRP on a Going Concern Basis.
Pursuant to an application filed by Resolution Professional at National Company Law Tribunal (NCLT) Allahabad under section 66,43,45 & 60 (5) (i) read with section 25(2) (i) of
IBC, inter alia, for release or discharge of security interest created by the Company in favour of the Lenders of Jaiprakash Associates Limited (JAL) on 858 acres of land, the Hon'ble
NCLT vide its order dated May 16, 2018 has passed the order for release and discharge of security interest created by the Company on 758 acres of land and has further said that
the properties mortgaged shall be deemed to be vested in the Company from the date of order.
